How do you recognize well-fed young 
Hyacinth macaws?

Sun Conure Infertility

By: Howard Voren

Q: We have been successfully breeding 
several different types of conures, including 
suns, for more than five years. Last year, we 
purchased a proven pair of sun conures from 
a close friend. The pair has laid four clutches 
of eggs since we’ve had them, but every egg 
has been infertile. We know that they were a 
good pair because we used to buy their ba-
bies. Their diet and caging are the same as 
where they came from. What could be the 
problem?

A: Virtually all infertility is caused by prob-
lems in one of four areas: nutritional, physi-
cal, social or environmental. If all the criteria 
in each of these four areas are met satisfac-
torily, then success is assured. Every pair of 
birds is unique to some extent. How far you 
can stray from the absolute ideal situation 
and still have successful production varies 
with each individual pair. Just because a 
large number of pairs finds a particular situ-
ation acceptable does not mean that every 
newly acquired pair will also react the same.

AVICULTURE What to do when your bird flies away
Bye-Bye Birdie… Home Again!

I saw a post in another group from a woman 
whose parents lost a bird when a tornado hit. 
The bird flew off and they are searching des-
perately for the bird. Here are some tips on 
recovering birds that have flown away and 
some train tips to make recovery easier.

Recordings
Record your birds own vocalization or get 
someone to record their bird’s vocalizations. 
If you have other birds record their vocaliza-
tions. Next record yourself calling for your 
bird. Go outside and play this at full blast.

If your bird has not flown around the outside 
of your home, your bird is lost, not just miss-
ing. Nothing looks familiar. Your bird will 
be drawn to familiar sounds or the sound of 
the same or similar species. Recording your-
self will save your voice and allow you to be 
more observant of your surroundings.

Cage, Food and Water
If possible take your bird’s cage outside with 
food and water in it or on top of it. If your 
bird is in the immediate area and is hungry 
then he’ll try to get to the familiar looking 
food.
